Native Plant - Native plants are those that were present in North America before European explo-
ration.  While not every native occurs naturally in every part of the continent, most of the natives 
on our list are naturally occurring in the northwest United States. 
 
Wildlife Benefits - Wildlife refers not only to deer, but other large game animals, as well as song 
birds and game birds. It also includes small mammals and reptiles, which provide food for larger 
animals and birds of prey. 
 
Drought Tolerance - These plants can withstand extended periods of low water availability.  Re-
member that all new plantings need extra water for establishment. 
 
Pollinator-friendly  - These plants are natural attractants for a variety of pollinators, including 
butterflies and bees.  They are important to the overall health of the native ecosystem. 
 
Fall Color - These plants produce especially colorful fall foliage. 
 
Fire Resistance - Fire resistant plants are wise choices for homeowners in the wild land interface. 
 
Fragrant - These plants produce a particularly strong  and pleasant fragrance.

KINNIKINNICK   Arctostaphylos uva-ursi 

Ground-hugging evergreen groundcover for sun or part shade.  Small, bell-shaped  pink flowers are followed by small red berries.  
Tolerates poor soil and drought.  Best fall color with full sun.      

BUNCHBERRY  Cornus canadensis 

Partial sun. Spreading woody groundcover for moist woodland sites.   White to pink flowers followed by coral-red 
fruit.            

ROCK COTONEASTER  Cotoneaster horizontalis 

For sun or part shade; to 3õ tall and spreading up to 15õ.  Nice example of a plant with four-season interest. Birds, bees and butterflies 
are all attracted by rock cotoneaster, but the plants are deer-resistant. Birds use cotoneaster berries as an emergency food source in 
winter.            

HORIZONTAL JUNIPER  Juniperus horizontalis 

For full sun; 4õ tall, spreading to 6õ.  Very adaptable and drought tolerant.  Dark green foliage takes on a purplish hue during the win-
ter.  Works for bonsai.           

DESERT (TUFTED) EVENING PRIMROSE  Oenothera caespitosa 

Mounding and spreading, to 2õ.  For full sun, tolerates dry, infertile soil as long as it's well-drained.  Large, white-
yellow flowers from spring to late summer open in late afternoon then close at morning, fading to pink.  Very fra-
grant, and excellent for nocturnal pollinators.      

YELLOW GEM POTENTILLA  Potentilla fruticosa, Yellow Gem 

To 2' x 5'.  Bright yellow flowers and gray-green foliage.  Blooms May to hard frost.  Excellent ground cover in mass plantings. 
           

BLUE COLUMBINE  Aquilegia caerulea 

For sun or part shade; 1õ -3õ.  Blue or blue-and-white flowers in spring and early summer.  Self-seeds.  Good for borders and peren-
nial beds.           

WESTERN ASTER  Aster occidentalis 

For sun or part shade.  Adaptable, bushy plant with masses of daisy-like blue to purple flowers with yellow centers.  
           

PURPLE CONEFLOWER  Echinacea purpurea 

Full sun; 2õ - 3õ.  Purple flowers May through August.  
           

PRAIRIE SMOKE  Geum triflorum 

For sunny, dry sites.  Pink flowers and fern-like evergreen foliage.  Seed head resembles a puff of pink smoke.   
                    

BLUE FLAX  Linum lewisii 

For full sun.  Delicate blue flowers on slender stalks.    
           

FIRECRACKER PENSTEMON  Penstemon eatonii 

For dry, sunny areas; 2õ - 3õ.  Bright red flowers.  
           

SHRUBBY PENSTEMON  Penstemon fruticosa 

Evergreen 12ó- 24ó with purple, tubular flowers in late spring.   Grow in full sun, very well-drained soil,  with low water.
