Farm Bill Program Contracts -  
Farm Bill projects typically involve a private contract, which is not recorded on the title, but 
may extend for several years. Unless the seller discloses the existence of a Farm Bill 
program contract, and passes the responsibility and terms on to the buyer, subsequent actions 
by the buyer could cause the previous owner (seller) to default on the contract, and be liable 
for repayment. 
 
Heads up suggestions -   
* Ask the seller if any of the property is subject to a Farm Bill contract. 
* Observe improvements to forestland, grassland, riparian areas, wet lands, farm land and 
 irrigation systems, etc.  They might be clues that they may have been included in 
 a Farm Bill program in the past. 

* Check with your local USDA Service Center.

Å What is Conservation Technical Assistance? 
 

Å Conservation technical assistance is the help NRCS and its partners provide to land users to address opportunities, 
concerns, and problems related to the use of natural resources and to help land users make sound natural resource 
management decisions on private, tribal, and other non-federal lands. 
 
This assistance can help land users: 

Å Maintain and improve private lands and their management 

Å Implement better land management technologies 

Å Protect and improve water quality and quantity 

Å Maintain and improve wildlife and fish habitat 

Å Enhance recreational opportunities on their land 

Å Maintain and improve the aesthetic character of private land 

Å Explore opportunities to diversify agricultural operations and 

Å Develop and apply sustainable agricultural systems 

Å This assistance may be in the form of resource assessment, practice design, resource monitoring, or follow-up of installed 
practices. 
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NRCS Programs 
Easement 

Å Protecting and Enhancing our Natural Resources 
 

Å NRCS offers various easement programs to landowners who want to maintain or enhance their land 
in a way beneficial to agriculture and/or the environment. All NRCS easement programs are 
voluntary. We provide technical help and financial assistance, but local landowners and 
organizations are needed to make NRCS easement programs successful. 
The Farm and Ranch Land Protection Program (FRPP) helps purchase development rights to keep 
productive farm and ranchland in agricultural uses. 
 

Å The Grasslands Reserve Program (GRP) protects, restores, and enhances grassland, including 
rangeland, pastureland, shrub land, and certain other lands. 
 

Å The Healthy Forests Reserve Program (HFRP) assists landowners in restoring, enhancing and 
protecting forestland resources on private lands. 
 

Å The Wetlands Reserve Program (WRP) protects, restores, and enhances wetlands. Achieving the 
greatest wetland functions and optimum wildlife habitat on every acre enrolled in WRP is the goal.

Landscape Planning 

Å Emergency Watershed Protection (Recovery) safeguards lives and 
property from floods, drought, and the products of erosion on any 
watershed whenever fire, flood or any other natural occurrence is causing 
or has caused a sudden impairment of the watershed. 

Å Watershed Flood Prevention Program provide technical and financial 
assistance to entities of state and local governments and tribes (project 
sponsors) for planning and installing watershed projects. 

Å Watershed Surveys and Planning Program authorizes NRCS to 
cooperate with Federal, State, and local agencies and Tribal governments to 
protect watersheds from damage caused by erosion, floodwater, sediment 
and to conserve and develop water and land resources.

Web Soil Survey 

Web Soil Survey (WSS) provides soil data and information produced by the National 

Cooperative Soil Survey. It is operated by the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service 

(NRCS) and provides access to the largest natural resource information system in the world. 

NRCS has soil maps and data available online for more than 95 percent of the nationôs counties 

and anticipates having 100 percent in the near future. The site is updated and maintained online 

as the single authoritative source of soil survey information.
